The block colours on the top and bottom of the pages are representative of the 12 tribes of Isra-El (people of 
G-d.) What is your favourite colour? These colours  are taken from the Kohen ha Gadol or High Priests 
Breastplate Jewels for the 12 tribes of Israel. 

The Breastplate Jewels are printed on the label of the CD.
On P.2. is the 7 branched Menorah. It has been included simply because it is for “all” YHWHʼS people. All the 
tribes! Something Christians may not have not heard of. 

The seven branches are explained. It tells us what is expected of us as YHWHʼS followers.
(The seventh branch words “fear of” really mean The offering of oneself to, not FEAR, as we translate it into 
English. 

1. The cover photo taken in Israel this year is the East gate in Jerusalem which is said will be opened again 
only when ha Moshiach, the Messiah returns. No one knows the day or hour.    

2. The Biblical Hebrew text on the cover is the true name of Our Creator. It is our Saviourʼs true name as 
appears in original scripture over 3000 times. He wants us all to know it.    It means Salvation!

3. Song 1: Kol Kore Le Kol Ha Amim (A Voice calling all nations) Commences as the shofar blows:                
i) Tekiah a long continuous blast with one or two tones is a sound of joy, happiness and triumph for the 
Kingʼs coming.                                                                                                                                                       
ii) Tekiah Gedolah is a call to YHWH which was used on Mt Sinai before His descent  the Scriptural ref:                  
1 Thes 4: vse 16 : 1 Cor 15 vse 52 the call of one long blast of two tones is the sound for His people to 
come  to Him. It will be sounded upon His return.                                                                                              
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iii) Shevarim  three short blasts with two tones each. This represents a broken moaning sound, signifying 
we are broken before YHWH.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                        
iv)Teruah  a set of nine or more short blasts of one or two tones. It utters a plea for mercy from YHWH. It 
is also used as a call to battle and an alarm.                                                                                                                                                                             
This song comes from the Brit Chadasha,in part from Revelations. Many signs and wonders were shown 
to the writer along the way. Kol Kore Le Kol Ha Amim is inform His people that their Spiritual end time is 
near. i.e.Yomo karov Hu. Menachem ben ami-El, i.e.that YHWH is the comforter of His people.                                                               
After the words “Kadosh Kadosh, Kadosh(Holy, holy holy)” you will hear the ancient  harps played.

4.  One day the ancient hebrew texts below, appeared on the writerʼs computer screen. The writer does not 
write Biblical Hebrew text!

5. Ref song  2 is The Order of Melchizedek or Melech Zedek - King and priest of the highest order. These 

are Ezekielʼs words unchanged Eze 37: 16-23
6. Song 3: Shiru Le Yeshuah during the writing of this song, the names of the writer and her Hebrew 

teacher were found encased in a Torah Scroll at the completion of the words.Psa 115 vse 18: Psa 89 vse 
53

7. Song 4 The 7 feasts of YHWH are the feasts we should all observe Jew & Gentile. Scripture is from Ex 
31 Vses 12-13;16-17: Isaiah 61: 10-11: Acts 2: Jhn 14 vse 3; Matt 25: 1-13

8. Song 5 Peace of the Sabbath reminds us to do as commanded. Keep YHWHʼs Sabbath day  Holy. Ex 
31:12-14: 16-17. Not to keep the Roman Sun-day worship of the Sun G-d and the other pagan feasts now 
observed in our time. YHWH grieves deeply at this offense. It is the 7th day we need to rest. We are 
commanded to dance and be joyous! Oh what peace & joy is experienced when we keep His feasts!

9. Song 6. Tzur Zion,or Rock of Zion is the true name of our saviour  “Yeshuah (Not Jesus which is a 
Roman name) He is our rock, The Rock of Zion. Psa 31; vse 3. We are Zion - all believers. “He is the way 
the truth and the life” Translation “Hu ha derech, ha emet, ha chayim”.Jhn 8; vse 12: Jhn 14; vse 6: 2 
Kings 3 vse 16-20 

10.Song 7 Water from the Wells of Zion YHWH sent the scriptures 2 Kings 3; vse 16-20 : and Numbers 21: 
16-18 to us and along came great signs and wonders in the journey of prayer for much needed water from 
the most awesome Elohim. YHWH. He literally “filled our wells when we obeyed Him” Halelu Yeshuah Ha 
Moshiach!
